Prof Seyed E. Hasnain is a very well recognized scientist, policy maker and an administrator. Currently he is 

Member of Science Advisory Council to the PM and a Member of Scientific Advisory Committee to the Union 

Cabinet. He is also the Chairman of the Academic Committee of PGI, Chandigarh. He is also Professor, Kusuma 

School of Biological Sciences, IIT Delhi and Member, UGC.   

 

Previously, he was Chairman of Biotech Advisory Council, Government of Andhra Pradesh for several years and a 

Member of Biotech Advisory Council of many other State Governments. Dr Hasnain has also served as the first 

director of Centre for DNA Fingerprinting and Diagnostics, a DBT Institute, and within a short period of 7 years 

became a gold standard for Forensic and Crime Investigations in the country. He has been the VC of the 

University of Hyderabad. Under his tenure, the National Assessment and Accreditation Council awarded UoH an 

overall grading of 97% and the International SCOPUS database analyses of multidisciplinary areas ranked UoH as 

the Top University in India.  

 

A recipient of the Padma Shri, he is only the third Indian to receive an Honorary Doctorate from the Queen’s 

University UK, a member of the Russell Group of Universities in UK and has received numerous awards including 

the Humboldt Research Prize and the FICCI award.
